STANDING ORDERS

1. The Chairman (or in his absence) the Vice Chairman, (or in his absenaepdwmnperson
elected by the members present, shall take the chair at all meetings of the League, and shall
preserve order and conduct the business of the meetings over which he is presiding, as far as
is practicable in accordance with the standing orders

2. At every meeting the minutes of the preceding meeting shall be read, and if approved, signed
by the Chairman.

3. All correspondence affecting the interest of the League shall be read immediately after the

minutes are confirmed.

Reports of Officers and Comttee shall have precedence of ordinary motions.

In cases of immediate and urgent importance, it shall be competent for two thirds of the

members present to suspend the Standing Orders by vote, for the purpose of taking such

cases into consideration.

The poposer of a motion shall be allowed ten minutes for his or her speech.

The seconder, and all succeeding speakers, shall be allowed five minutes. If the meeting

expresses a desire for a speaker to be further heard, an extension of not more that five

minutesshall be granted.

8. Whenever an amendment is made upon any motion, no second amendment shall be taken
into consideration until the first amendment is disposed of. If the amendment be carried it
shall then be put as a substantive motion, upon which a fathemdment may be moved. If
the amendment be negatived then a further amendment may be moved to the original
guestion, but only one amendment shall be submitted for discussion at one time.

9. The decision of the Chairman on any point of order shall be final.

10.No member shall be permitted to speak more than once on the same proposition, except the
proposer, who shall have the right to reply.

11. Adiscussion may be closed by a Resolution, ‘that the question be now put being moved,

seconded and carried; suchalesion to be put to the meeting without debate.

12.When the Chairman rises to speak members shall immediately take their seats.

13. Every resolution shall be put to the vote by a show of hands, no division to be taken, unless
the vote be challenged.

14.1n order torescind a resolution of a previous meeting, notice to move a resolution to do so
must be given to the Secretary, not less than 14 days prior to the next general meeting, and
the rescinding resolution must appear on the agenda for that meeting.

15.The Chairmamay call "No Other Business" at any meeting.

16.The Chairman may call "Meeting Closed" at any meeting.

17. Any other business items must be submitted, in writing, 14 days prior to any meeting.

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LEAGUE RULES

1) Nomenclature & Constitution

a) The commation of clubs shall be designated the Doncaster and District Junior Sunday
Football League, and consist of clubs, who shall be full members.

b) All clubs shall be duly affiliated to a recognised County Football Association, and approved
by the membershi and shall have grounds and headquarters situated within 12 miles (as the
crow flies) of Doncaster Mansion House. Their names and particulars shall be returned annually
by the 1sl August on Form 'D' to the Sheffield and Hallamshire County Football Associ

c) The league must receive the sanction of the Sheffield and Hallamshire County FA, and the
constituent teams may be grouped in divisions, each not exceeding 14 in number.

d) The object of the League shall be to provide competitive football foengayder the

statutory school leaving age, and for boys over 16 but under 18 years of age. Competitions will
be denominated specifically and solely for boys and girls under 11, and for boys under 12, 13,
14, 15, 16, 17 and 18 on 31st August midnight eseson. Minimum age over 10 years old.

e) Telephone calls to any LMC member must be of an urgent nature, and must not be made after
9.00pm.

2) Entrance Fee, Subscriptions & Deposit

a) Applications by clubs for admission to the league must be madetimgia the General
secretary by 1s1 June each year, and must be accompanied by a fully completed application
form, and entry fee, as stated on the application form. Entry fee will be returned in the event of
non-election. The fee shall not be returned team or club withdraws from the league,

b) A club shall not participate in any league or cup match until all monies due have been paid.

c) Clubs must advise the General Secretary in writing, by the 1sl June annually, of the County
FA affiliation numberfailing which they shall be fined the sum of £10.

d) All clubs shall be eligible for membership, subject to approval of the Ledgnagement
Committee All clubs/teams will only be permitted to register one player from any existing club,
up to a maximum fofour in total.



3) Officers

The Officers of the League shall be the President, Vice Presidents, Chairma@hdiceman,
Treasurer, General Secretary, Registration Secretary, and not more than 5 other persons to be
elected annually at the Annual Gerdveeeting.

4) Management, Nomination & Election

a) The League shall be governed in accordance with the rules, Regulations and Practices of the
Football Association by a Management Committee.

b) Retiring Officers shall be eligible to become candidatessfeftection without nomination.

All other candidates for election as Officers or Management Committee members shall be
nominated in writing by two members to the General secretary not later than 1st May each year.
Names of those nominated shall be cirtedawith the notice of the AGM.

c) The Management Committee shall deal with business as it arises.

d) Except where otherwise stated, all communications shall be addressed to the General
Secretary, who shall conduct the correspondence of the league,eqna kexord of its
proceedings.

e) Members of the League Management Committee may not serve as members of clubs in
membership of the league.

5)Powers Of The Management Committee

a) The Management Committee may appoint an emergency Committee, acti/otlser Sub
Committees as they may consider necessary, and may delegate all or any of their powers to such
committees. The decisions of all such committees shall be reported to the Management
Committee.

b) Each member of the Management Committee skadiitied to attend all meetings, and have
one vote thereat, but no member shall be allowed to vote on any matters directly appertaining to
themselves.

c) In the event of the vote being equal on any matter, the Chairman shall have a second or casting
vote

d) The Management Committee shall have the power to supply, act upon and enforce the Rules
of the League, and shall also have jurisdiction over all matters affecting the League, including
any not provided for by the rules.



e) All decisions of the Manageent Committee shall be binding, subject to the right of appeal to
the Board of Appeal, in accordance with Rule 15(f). Decisions must be notified, in writing, to all
concerned within seven days.

f) Five members of the Management Committee shall consaitgteorum for the transaction of
business, and three members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business by any
subcommittee of the League.

g) The Management Committee, as it may deem necessary, shall have powers to fill any
vacancies that mayccur, including any vacancies in the constitution of the League.

h) All fines and charges must be paid within 14 days of the date of notification of imposition,
unless otherwise ordered. Clubs, officials or individuals committing a breach of thisalllbesh
liable to such penalties as the Management Committee may impose.

i) Failure to pay within such period shall be deemed to be misconduct and the club shall be
ordered to pay a fine of £15, to be received by the League within 7 days.

i) Failure of theclub to carry out this instruction will result in a further fine of £60 being
imposed on the club, and the players and officials of the club shall be placed under suspension
forthwith until such time as the total fines are received by the League.

iii) The club will participate in no further fixtures until such time as the club secretary has
received a clearance certificate from the League.

iv) Where a club remains in debt to the League, in relation to unpaid fines and/or costs, the
County Association wilbe requested to place the club under an Association suspension until the
debt has been discharged.

) A club failing to be represented at a meeting may be fined £15 and failing to be represented at
three consecutive meetings, without satisfactory reaseing given, shall be further dealt with

as the Management Committee may determine. Not less than 7 days notice shall be given of any
meeting.

J) A club, having failed to comply with an order or instruction of the Management Committee,
within 14 days ofeceipt of notice of such order, or within 14 days of an operative date specified
in that order, shall not be allowed to play or take part in the business of the League until the
order has been complied with, and a reason for the delay has been furnigteGéneral

Secretary, who will submit it to the management Committee for their adjudication.

k) A club failing to satisfactorily attend to the business/correspondence of the League shall be
liable to be fined £5 subjecto Rule 15.

i) A club who persitently fails to attend to the business/correspondence of the League will have
3 points deducted from the score of the appropriate age group.



[) Management Committee members may require the production of Criminal Records Bureau
identification at any time.

6) Annual General Meeting

a) The Annual General Meeting shall be held not later than the 30th May each year. At this
meeting the following business shall be transacted,

i) The minutes of the preceding Annual General Meeting read and confirmed and business
arising there from dealt with.

if) Adoption of Standing Orders.

iii) Presentation and adoption of the annual reports, balance sheet and statement of accounts.
iv)Constitution of the League for ensuing season

v) Electionof Officers and Management Committee

vi) Alterationsto Rules, if any, of which notice has been given,

vii) Any other business, of which due notice has been given.

b) A copy of the duly audited Balance Sheet, Statement of Accounts and agenda shall be
forwarded to each club at least sevagsiprior to the meeting.

c) A signed copy of the duly audited balance Sheet and Statement of Accounts shall be sent to
the Sheffield and Hallamshire County Football Association by the 30th June each year.

d) Each member club shall be empowered to sendlelagates to all meetings. Each club shall
be entitled to two votes only.

e) Voting for the election of Officers and Management Committee members shall be by ballot.
All other voting shall be by show of hands, unless a ballot is demanded by 10 delagttes,
Chairman so decides.

f) Any continuing member club failing to be represented at the Annual General Meeting without
satisfactory explanation shall be fined £20.



7) Agreement to be Signed

The Chairman, Secretary and two responsible membeacfclub shall complete and sign the
following agreement, which shall be deposivéth the League, togethawith the application for
membership for the coming season, or upon indicating that the club intends to compete.

8) Qualification Of Players

a) Any bonafide member of a club shall be eligible to play for that club in the League (subject to
other relevant clauses in these Rules) providelsbisenot, in the current season, played for
another club in the league, or previously signed for or been registered with another club in the
League. If he has so played or remains on the League Register of Players, permission for his
transfer must be obtaed from the club to which he is attached.

b) For the purpose of this competition a bdida playing member of a club is one who, being in
all other respects eligible has:

1) Signed a fully and correctly completed League Registration Form, in ink, sgthéy a
second person and who has been registered with the League Registration Secretary prior to
playing, and whose completed registration counterfoil has been received by the club prior to his

playing.

2) A Photostat copy of the birth certificate ofygolayer joining the League as a new player must

be produced to the League Registration Secretary before he/she can be accepted. This document
will be kept on record. Any complicated situations arising from this Rule will be dealt with by

the League Manageent Committee.



3) A club may not register more than 17 players, 2 of whom should be recognised goalkeepers.
In the U/17 and 18's league clubs may register up to a maximum of 20 players.

4) Duringthe playing season, a player registered with a club raairain, play for or act as a
guest player with any other club under any circumstances, unless officially transferred to that
club.

NB APPROACHES

Players may be approached, through the club with whom they are registered, from 1st May to
30th June, and amther period classed as the close season, i.e. to 15 July. A player approached
between 1st May and 15 June may not play for the approaching club until after the 15th June.

5) Eachteam will be allowed one transfer in per season.

6) A player will be alloved to move to a second club, if officially transferred, but may not move

to a third club during the season unless the club he is registered with resigns from the League, or
he has not played for more than 60% of his clubs' League games, or he is offesralfystered

in writing to the League Registration Secretary before 30th November.

7) Every club shall, by the 1st August each year, have 11 players per team registered with the
League Registration Secretary, in accordance with League Rule 8, andrampoteso registered
will be removed from membership of the league. Any other player transferredemistered to
another club prior to fixture kick off time, shall be deemed a dmlgamember of that club.

c) A player having taken part in matches foy &lub affiliated to any County Association shall

not be allowed to join, be transferred to, or sign for a club in the League without first proving to
the officials of his intended club that he has discharged his reasonable financial liabilities to his
previous club or clubs, and a club official shall not accept such players signature without first
ascertaining whether such claims have been discharged to the satisfaction of the club or clubs for
which he last played.

d) The management Committee shall deadl registration disputes in the event of a player

signing a registration form, or having a registration submitted for more than one club. Priority of
registration shall decide for which club he shall be registered. The League Registration Secretary
shal notify the club last applying to register the player of the fact of the previous registration.

e) It shall be deemed misconduct for a player to:

1) Play for more than one club in the League in the same season without being transferred,
subject to Rule §).

2) Having signed for one club in the League, sign for another club in the League in that season,
except for the purpose of transfer.



3) Submit a signed registration form for registration that he/she had wilfully neglected to
accurately or fully complet

f) The Management Committee shall have the power to accept the Registration of any player.

1) The Management Committee shall have the power to refuse, cancel or suspend the registration
of any player at their discretion, who has been charged and fuilbydof any registration
irregularities. (Subject to Rule 15).

2) The Management Committee shall have the power to refuse or cancel the registration of any
player found guilty of undesirable conduct, and to disqualify the player in question from
participating in all games in the League. (Subject to Rule 15)

3) THE MANAGEME NT COMMITTEE SHALL HAVE POWER TO MAKE APPLICATION TO REFUSE
OR CANCEL THE REGISTRATION OF ANY PLAYER CHARGED AND FOUND GUILTY OF
UNDESIRABLE CONDUCT, (SUBJECT TO RUKE 16) SUBJECT TO THE RIGHT OF APPEAL TO THE
FA OR THE RELEVANT COUNTY FOOTBALL ASSOCIATION.

UNDESIRABLE CONDUCT SHALL MEAN AN INCIDENT OF REPEATED CONDUCT WHICH MAY
DETER A PARTICIPANT FROM BEING INVOLVED IN THIS COMPETITION. APPLICATION
SHOULD BE MADE TO THE PARENT COUNTY OF THE CLUB THE PLAYER IS REGISTERED
WITH.

NOTE: ACTION UNDER CLAUSE (lll) SHALL NOT BE TAKEN AGAINST A PLAYER FOR
MISCONDUCT UNTIL THE MATTER HAS BEEN DEALT WITH BY THE APPROPRIATE
ASSOCIATION, AND THEN ONLY IN CASES OF THE PLAYER BRINGING THE COMPETITION
INTO DISREPUTE AND WILL IN ANY CASE BE SUBJECT TO AN APPEAL TO THE FOOTBALL
ASSOCIATION. FOR THE PURPOSE OF THIS RULE, BRINGING THE COMPETITION INTO
DISREPUTE CAN ONLY BE CONSIDERED WHERE THE PLAYER HAS RECIEVED IN EXCESS OF
112 DAYS SUSPENSION OR 10 MATCHES IN MATCH BASED DISCIPLINE IN A PERIOD OF TWO
YEARS OR LESS FROM THE DATE OF THE FIRST OFFENCE.

g) Subject to the Football Association Rules, dealing with players, the following transfer
procedures will be used.

The club to whom a player wishes to transfer must gigdea7ynstioe, to the clubhat holds the
players registration, that they wish to speak to the player. No transfer should be unreasonably
withheld. The club holding the players registration then have seven days in which to write to the
approaching club giving their consent or objewtto the transfer. Any objection must also be

sent, in writing, to the player concerned and the League Secretary, within seven days of receipt
of the transfer request. When consent to the transfer has been received by the approaching club
transfer forms wi be completed and forwarded to the Registration secretary, together with an
administration fee of £5. The player shall be considered transferred from the date the
Registration secretary received the transfer form. In the event of an objection tosfer tthe

matter will be referred to the management Committee for a decision to be made. Only one
transfer per team per season will be allowed.

h) A player may not be registered for a club, nor transferred to another club in the League after
30th Novembeeach season, except by special permission of the management Committee, or
where the registered playing squad of the team is reduced to 12 or less, to increase that playing
squad up to a maximum of 14.



J) A club shall keep a list of the players, its registand a record of the games they have played,
and shall produce such records upon demand by the Management Committee.

k) A player who has played for a team in the Premier Division 8 times shall not, in that season,
be eligible to play in a lower divisigexcept by permission of the Management Committee.

I) Any team playing an unregistered or otherwise ineligible player, or players, shall have 3 points
deducted from its score, and may be fined and/or otherwise dealt with at the discretion of the
ManagemenCommittee. If the game should be a cup tie, the tie will be awarded to the
opposition. In the event of points being deducted frameaa scores, as the outcome of a report

or protest, only such points as are associated with the match under repotéstrgirall be

deducted. The Management Committee may, at its discretion, award any points deducted under
this rule to the opponents in the match in question, or order the match to be replayed.

m) Where the Management Committee establishes kaotkompetions, they shall be of a
divisional nature, and a player may not play in the League competition of one division and a
knockout competition of another division in the teams of one club.

n) A player may not play for more than one team in competition; agaror more than one
division.

0) Where a club withdraws a team from its League competition it shall be deemed to have
withdrawn that team from any knodur competition in which it may be involved.

p) A player from such a withdrawn team may registeg,fesnd without going through the
transfer procedure, with another club, but he cannot play kootiootball for that second club
if he played such football for the first club.

g) No player shall reside more than five miles from his/her club headqudtierdanagement
Committee shall have discretionary powers to vary this rule if a player is unable to register for a
team within his five mile radius. The decisions of the Management Committee on this rule shall
be final. This rule not applicable to the end.7 and 18 league.

r) ID cards must be carried at all matches by the team manager or their representative. Failure to
comply will result in a fine of £20 being imposed. In all fixtures teams must hand to the

opposing team a list of names (in full) of players, including substitutes, taking part in the

game, prior to kick off. At this time ID cards must be exchanged for the inspection of players
prior to the kick off. In all leagues a list of participating players must be handed to the referee
prior tokick off. Management Committee members may also inspect ID cards.

i) Only players whose ID card has been produced will be permitted to participate in the game.

i) In the event of a club/team failing/refusing to produce ID cards the game will not be played
and the matter will be reported to the League Management Committee by both clubs/teams.



iii) Clubs/teams causing a game to be cancelled by failure/refusal to produce ID cards will have
the game, and 3 points, awarded to the opponents. If the game sha@utdip tie, the tie will be
awarded to the opponents. A fine will also be imposed at the discretion of the League
Management Committee.

S) A register containing the names of all players registered for each club with the date of
registration shall be k& by the Registration Secretary and shall be open to the inspection of any
duly appointed member club representative at all Management Committee meetings or at other
times mutually arrange®egistrations are valid for one season only.

In the event of alpyer without a written contract changing his status to that of a contract player
with the same club another club in the competition or with a club in another competition his
registration as a player without a written contract will automatically be cadcatid declared

void. In order to play in the League again either for his original club it will be necessary for him
to be reregistered as required by this rule.

9) Club Colours & Club Name
a) Every club shall register its colours with the league, wilalecide as to their suitability.
b) Goalkeepers must wear colours which distinguish them from other players and the referee.

c) No players, including the goalkeeper, shall be permitted to wear black or very dark shirts.

d) Any team not playing its norrheegistered colours shall notify its opponents, at least 7 days
before the match, of the colours in which they will play.

e) In the event of two clubs, in the opinion of the referee, having the same or similar colours, the
home team shall make the changry team not having a change of colowsdelaying the kick
off by nothaving a change of colours, shall be fined £5.

f) The Registration Secretary may request shirts to be submitted to him/her, if complaints are
received, as to the lack of distinguisicolours, and the Management Committee may condemn
any shirts or shorts they think fit.

g) Any club wishing to change its name, and/or colours, whilst members of this league must seek
permission from its affiliated County Association, and from the Mamagé Committee.

10) Playing Season, Conditionsf Play, Timesof Kick Off, Postponements & Substitutes

a) The Registration Secretary will fix a date in the following season on which the normal playing
season of the competition shall terminate, and no shall be compelled to play after that date.



b) All matches shall be played in accordance with the Laws of the Game, as settled by the
International Football Association Board.

c) Clubs must take necessary precautions to keep their grounds in playaliiecoand

changing facilities shall be provided at all venues. All matches shall be played on grounds
deemed suitable by the Management Committee. If, through any fault of the home team, a match
has to be replayed the Management Committee shall have pfmeeler the venue to be

changed. Objections to the suitability, size or playing surface of the ground should be submitted
in writing to the General Secretary.

d) The ball shall be of standard size 4 in the under 11, 12, 13 and 14, and standardthiee 5 in
under 15, 16, 17 and 18 leagues.

e) The duration of the game shall be 50 minutes in the under 11 league, 60 minutes in the under
12 and 13 leagues, 70 minutes in the under 14 and 15 leagues, 80 minutes in the under 16
leagues and 90 minutes in theder 18 league.

f) All competitive fixtures shall be played on Sunday mornings and will kick off at 10.30am,
except at the discretion of the Registration Secretary. Midweek fixtures may be arranged as
circumstances dictate.

g) Referees must order matchecommence at the appointed time, if possible, and must report
all late starts to the League.

h) The home team must supply two balls fit fir play, and of the appropriate size, and the referee
must make a report to the League if he considers the ballsutosbhéable.

i) Except by permission of the League Administrator, all matches must be played on the date
originally fixed, but priority shall be given to all Football Association and County Association
matches and competitions (some charity matches b&oepted). All other matches must be
considered subservient.

J) Notice of postponement of any match must be given without delay (by personal service,
telephone or email by the Secretary of the club postponing, to the League Administrator and the
secretary pteam manager of the opposing club and the match referee. Any club failing to
comply with this rule will be fined £20. Fixtures may only be postponed due to the inclement
weather or genuine, and documented, school commitments, OR genuine documented work
commitments for U/18 league players. Clubs postponing or cancelling fixtures for any other
reason will have the match and 3 points awarded to the opposition. If the game should be a cup
tie the tie will be awarded to the opposition. Postponements for dotedschool or work
commitments will only be permitted if the available playing squad is reduced to 12 or less.

k) The secretary of the home club must give notice of full particulars of situation of the ground,
time of kick off, and means of reaching threwgnd, to the referee and the secretary or team
manager of the opposing club at least 3 clear days prior to the playing of the match. Any club
failing to comply with this rule shall be liable to a fine of £10.



) everyclub shall play its best availableat@ or teams in all matches in the League.

m) Home and away matches shall be played. In the event of a club failing to keep its
engagement, the Management Committee shall have power to inflict a fine of £25, award the
points to opponents, order the defangdtclub to pay any expenses incurred by opponents, or
otherwise deal with them at their discretion. Notwithstanding the foregoing home and away
provision, the Council and/or Management Committee shall have power to order a match to be
played on a neutralrgund, or on the opponents ground if they are satisfied that such action is
warranted by the circumstances.

n) In the event of a match being abandoned or not played, owing to causes over which neither
club has control, it shall (subject to clause (@)éplayed in its entirety on a date to be mutually
agreed by the two clubs and approved by the Management Committee, but failing such
agreement and notification to the League Administrator within 21 days the matter shall be dealt
with by the Management @amittee who shall have power to order the match to be replayed on
a named date, or on or before a given date, or to deal with the matter as they may determine,
subject to the provision of clause (c).

0) The Management Committee shall review all abandoretdimas and in cases where it is to

the advantage of the League, and does no injustice to any of the clubs, shall be empowered to
order the score at the time of abandonment to be recorded as the result, provided that two thirds
of the match has been comg@eét In all cases where the Management Committee are satisfied

that the game has been abandoned owing to the conduct of one club or its members, they shall be
empowered to award the points for the game to its opponents, and/or take whatever action they
deemnecessary, and if the game should be a cup tie they shall be empowered to award the tie to
its opponents, and/or take whatever action they deem necessary. In cases where a game is
abandoned owing to the conduct of both teams, or their club members, iagevizent

Committee shall take such action as they consider appropriate. Such action is subject to any
disciplinary action taken by the appropriate County Association.

p) A club may, at its discretion, and in accordance with the Laws of the Game andissioer
granted by the Football Association, use five substitute players in any match in this competition.
In the U/11 to U/16 age groups a player so substituted may therrieoiced into the game

as a substitute. This rule is not applicable to tHE7Wge groups.

g) No player is permitted to play more than one game in this League on any one day.

r) All teams must be clear of the Town Fields by 12.59pm on any Sunday. Clubs contravening
this Rule will be ordered to find alternative venues for subsgquatches.

s) All matches played outside the Rules of this competition must be sanctioned by the
appropriate County Association.



11. Results/Report Forms, Fines

a) The League Administrator must receive within four days (except Sunday) of the datke playe

the result of each League match and the initials and surname of the team players (in block letters)
and also the referee markings required by Rule 13(g), or in default be fined £10. The home team
shall also report to the appropriate registration serydbg telephone, the result, together with

the names of both teams goal scorers, by 2pm on the day the match is played, or in default be
fined £10.

b) () TheResult Form, correctly completed, shall be signed by a responsible member of the
club, and thaManagement Committee shall have power to take such action as they deem suitable
against a club and/or individuals who submit a form that is incorrect.

b) (i) Cautions or sending's off shall be notified, by both teams, with the result in accordance
with league rule 11(a), by submission to the age group administrator.
12) Pointgo Determine Championship, Deciding Matches, Promotion & Relegation

a) The League shall be decided by points; the clubs gaining the highest number of points in their
respective divgions at the conclusion shall be adjudged the winners. 3 points to be given for a
win and 1 for a draw. Matches cannot be played for double points.

b) In the event of two or more clubs being equal on points for any important position at the close
of the ®ason, a deciding match shall be played under conditions arranged by the Management
Committee.

c) Promotion and Relegation shall be determined by the League Administrator in their own age
group.

d) Additional vacancies, caused by the retirement of a tedm the withdrawal of a club from
the competition, shall be filled by Management Committee selection.

13) Referees

a) In all matches, the home team must provide a referee and linesman, and the away team must
provide a linesman. The Management Commitéserves the right to appoint neutral officials to

any match where it deems such action suitable. In exceptional circumstances, and when
considered necessary by the Management Committee, Qualified and Registered referees serving
on the Management Committe®y be appointed to officiate in any League fixture or cup tie

played within the Rules of this League. Where the home team cannot provide a
gualified/registered referee then the away team shall have the opportunity to provide the referee,
subject to thaperson being qualified/registered.



b) A fee of £10 is payable to all registered referees in the junior age group. A fee of £20is
payable to all registered referees in the under 17 and 18 Leagues.

c) In the event of the neappearance of the appointed refe and in cases where a referee has

not been appointed, the clubs must mutually agree on a referee. A referee thus mutually agreed
upon shall, for that game, have full powers, status and authority of a registered referee. It is the
duty of the home teamo draw ther e f e attentod ® the League Rules regarding playing

time, and the County Association to whom any reports must be sent.

d) The referee shall have power to decide as to the fitness of the ground, and his decision is final.
Any club found gilty of trying to influence the decision of the referee shall be fined £50.

e) The home club shall pay the referee his fee and expenses before the match.

f) In the event of a match not being played because of circumstances over which the clubs have
no contol the referee, if present, shall be entitled to half fee plus expenses, but where a match is
not played owing to one club being in default, that club shall pay the referee, if he attends the
ground, his full fee and expenses.

g) Each club shall, in a maar prescribed from time to time by the Football Association, award
marks to the referee for each match, and the name of the referee and the marks awarded shall be
submitted to the League on the Result Form provided. Clubs failing to comply with this rule

shall be fined £25.

h) If a referee considers that there has been serious misconduct of any kind, on or off the field of
play by player, club official (including linesman) or supporter, he must report the incident to the
appropriate County Association atiee Management Committee. All official cautions and

sending off of players must be reported by the referee to the appropriate County Association and
the Management Committee.

14) Withdrawal of Clubs

a) Any club intending to withdraw a team from the Leagn completion of its fixtures must

notify the General Secretary, in writing, on or before the 1st May each year or be liable to a fine
not exceeding £20. Clubs in membership not having notified the General Secretary of their
intention to withdraw shalbe assumed to be continuing in membership for the following season.

b) The constitution for the coming season having been decided at the AGM, held not later than
the 30lh May, the League shall have the right, irrespective of the provisions in this refeisto

to permit a Club to withdraw its team's) in order to join another competition, and may hold the
club to its engagements.



15) Protests Appeals & Deposits

a) All questions of eligibility of players, or interpretation of the Rules, shall be eefésrthe
Management Committee, but no objection relative to the dimensions of the ground, goal posts,
bars or any other appurtenances of the game shall be entertained by the Management Committee
unless a protest is lodged with the referee before the cooamesnt of the match. Any club

lodging such a protest with the referee and not proceeding with it shall be deemed guilty of
serious misconduct and shall be dealt with by the Management Committee.

b) Protests and complaints must contain full particulatee@fjrounds upon which they are

founded and must be lodged, in duplicate, with the League general secretary, within three days of
the match or occurrence to which they refer (Sundays not included). No objection or protest shall
be withdrawn except by perssion of the Management Committee.

c) Anydispute occurring between clubs in the League shall be referred to the arbitration of the
Management Committee, whose decision shall be final and binding upon all parties, subject to
clause (f).

d)No protest of whtever kind shall be considered by the Management Committee unless the
complaining club shall have deposited with the League General secretary a sum of £20, which
may be forfeited in full or in part, to the funds of the League in the event of the clog itssi

case, and the League shall have power to order the defaulting club, or the club making a losing or
frivolous protest or complaint, to pay the expenses of the enquiry, or to order the costs to be
shared by the two parties.

e) Parties to a protest oomplaint shall be afforded an opportunity of making a statement when
the protest is being heard and, where possible, shall receive 7 days notice of the meeting,
together with a copy of the protest. The Management Committee shall take into consideration,
when dealing with the protest, the possession by the protesting club of any information which, if
properly used, might have avoided the protest.

f) A club, player or official, within 7 days of receipt by them of written notification of any

decision of the Mnagement Committee, may appeal against the decision in accordance with
Rule 16 of the Sheffield and Hallamshire County Football Association.

16) Board of Appeal

A Board of Appeal shall be appointed by the Sheffield and Hallamshire County Football
Assogation to deal with cases as they arise.



17) Exclusion of Clubs, Misconductof Clubs, Officials, Players

a) The League Management Committee shall have power to exclude from further participation in
the League, any club/team whose conduct has, in theirom, been objectionable, or who has
been found guilty of misconduct.

b) Any club Official or Member proved guilty of misconduct, or of inducing or attempting to
induce, a player or players of another club to join them, will be fined £50, and shablectd
expulsion, and their club shall also be liable to expulsion in accordance with the provisions of
clause (a) of this rule.

c) A club may be held responsible for the behaviour of its supporters.

d) Any club or team failing to complete its fixturesainy season shall (unless the conditions are
beyond their control, or the Management Committee decides otherwise) be debarred from
membership the following season.

18) Trophy: Legal Owners, Conditionsof Taking Over, Agreementto Be Signed, Awards

A cupor trophy presented to the League shall be vested in the Association sanctioning the
competition as trustees.If a competition be discontinued from any cause, the cup or trophy shall
be returned to the donor, if the conditions attached to it so providkinhielst, or otherwise

dealt with as the Association may decide.At the close of each competition awards may be made
to the winners and runneup, if the fundsof theleaguepermit.

The following agreement shall be signed on behalf of the winners obibteytr

trophy, and the sant®ing delivered to us by the League, do hereby, on behalf of the said club
jointly and severally agree to return the same to the Registration Secretary on or before the
March meeting, in accordance with the Rules of the League; and if the said trogstyois |

damaged whilst under our care we agree to refund to the League the amount of its current value,
or the cost of its thorough repair or replacement.’

a) All perpetual trophies held by the clubs shall be returned to the League Office on a date to be
fixed by the League Management Committee each year. Failure to comply with this rule will
result in a fine of £20 being imposed.

b) Any club giving notice of withdrawal of any team from the League, and that team having won
any trophy, must return the saiéphy upon giving notice of withdrawal.

c) Failureto return trophies by the due date will result in a new trophy being purchased for which
the club will be charged.



19) Special Meetings

Upon receiving a requisition signed by two thirds of the clubsGireeralSecretanshall call a
General meeting. The Management Committee may call a General Meeting at any time when it
shall consider the same is necessary. At least 7 days notice shall be given of all meetings under
this rule, together with an agendatloé business to be transacted at such meetings.

20) Alterations to Rules

a) Alterations shall only be made to these rules at the Annual General Meeting, or at a General
Meeting specially convened for the purpose, called in conformity with Rule 19alferation

made during the playing season to the rule relating to the qualification of players shall not take
effect until the following season.

b) Notice of the proposed alterations to be considered at the Annual General Meeting shall be
submitted to théeague General Secretary by the 1st March each year. The proposals, seconded
by another member club, together with any proposals by the Management Committee, shall be
circulated to the clubs by the 1st April, and any amendments thereto shall be sulantiieed t

General Secretary by the 1st May. The proposals and proposed amendments thereto shall then be
circulated to clubs with the notice of the Annual General Meeting. No amendments to proposals

or proposed amendments shall be accepted at the meeting1b%#ess those present, and

entitled to vote, are in favour. A proposal to change a rule shall be carried if two thirds (a

majority) of those present, and entitled to vote, are in favour.

c) Any alterations or additions decided upon at any meeting shallecaime operative until the
approval of the Association issuing sanction shall have been obtained.

21) Rules Binding On Clubs

Each club shall be deemed to have given its assent to the foregoing rules and agreed to abide by
the decisions of the Managemerarimittee, subject to Rule 15(f).

22) League Fixtures

All fixtures will be drawn up by the Management Committee and issued to clubs at a fixture
meeting before the start of the season. All clubs must be represented at this meeting.



RULES OF THE
LEAGUE CUP
COMPETION

1) NAME
The competition shall be called The Doncaster & District Junior Sunday League Cup
Competition.'

2) CUP/TROPHY OWNERSHIP

a) The cups and trophies are the property of the Doncaster & District Junior Sunday Football
League.

b) When the winning and runnap clubs have been ascertained, the League shall present the
cups or trophies to such clubs, which shall be responsible for their return to the League on or
before the March

meeting in the ensuing year.

¢) Should any Bthe cups or trophies be lost or damaged by fire, or any other cause, whilst under
the care of the clubs, the latter shall refund to the League the amount of its current insured value,
or the cost of

thorough repair or replacement, in addition to any roplemalty which the League may impose.

3) SOUVENIRS

In addition to the cups or trophies, the League may present souvenirs to the players and
substitutes in the final ties, up to a maximum of 17 and a maximum of 20 in the under 17 and 18
league.



4) CONTROL OF THE COMPETITIONS

The entire control of the competitions shall be vested in the Management Committee who shall
have power to formulate the rules of the competitions, and to alter or add to the rules as they,
from time to time, deem expedient, subjecBheffield and Hallamshire County FA approval.

In any matter not specifically mentioned in these rules the Management Committee shall have
the power to take such action and impose such penalties as it deems necessary.

5) ELIGIBLE CLUBS

a)The competitionshall be on a knockout basis.

b) The competitions shall be open to bdide members of the League, which are affiliated to a
County Football Association, as being members of the League.

6)DATE FOR ENTRY

Each club completing and submitting an applicafiarm to join the League shall be deemed to
have entered its teams in the cup competitions. All application forms shall be submitted by 1st
June each year and entrance fees for the cup competitions shall be included in the League fees.

7)THE DRAW

The clbs, after having been placed by the Management Committee in their proper competitions,
shall be drawn in couples. These couples shall compete and the winners shall be drawn and shall
compete in the same manner, and this shall continue until the endcohtipetition when the

winning club shall hold the cup or trophy. Immediately after each draw is made notice shall be
given to each club, the name of its opponent and the date, venue and kick off time when the
game shall be played. All ties in each roundidbaplayed on the same date on a Sunday

morning unless otherwise deemed necessary by the Management Committee.

8) GROUNDS FOR CUP TIES AND REPLAYS

In each tie the game shall be played on the ground of the club first drawn. In the event of a replay
the game shall be played on the ground of the second club drawn. In the event of a further replay
the game shall be played on a ground nominated by the Management Committee, and all clubs
shall make their grounds available for such replayed games.

9)CLUB COLOURS

Where the colours of two competing teams are similar both clubs must change, unless alternative
arrangements are mutually agreed by the competing clydekeepers must wear colours

which distinguish them from other players and match officials.

10) DURATION OF MATCHES
The duration of each match shall be as laid down in League Rule 10(e).

11) SIZE OF BALL
The ball shall be of standard size, as laid down in League Rule 10(d).



12) PROVISIONS FOR MATCHES PRECEDING SEMI-FINALS

a) In the event of the firshatch in any tie, preceding the sefinal tie, ending in a draw, extra

time of 10 minutes each way shall be played.

b) Any replayed match, in any tie preceding the skmail ending in a draw, will play 10

minutes each way extra time. In the event oftibeemaining a draw a further replay will be
played, as per Rule 8.

c) First matches of any ties preceding the stmail which are postponed shall be played the
following Sunday on the same ground.

d) If any match is drawn again, or again postponedhall e played the following Sunday.

e) If a subsequent match is necessary it must be played on the following Sunday.

f) Any late kickoff shall be reported by the Referee to the Management Committee, who shall
have the power to impose a fine of £10.

g) Inthe event of a league fixture being postponed, due to a replayed, postponed or abandoned
cup tie, it is the responsibility of the club secretary of the clubs involved in the cup tie to inform
their league fixture opponents of the postponement.

h) THE RESULT OF ANY CUP TIE PRECEDING THE SEMI -FINAL TIE SHALL NOT BE DECIDED
ON PENALTIES IN THE UNDER 11, 12, 13, 14 AGE GROUPS.

i) INALL T IES, IN THE UNDER 15,16,17 AND 18 AGE GROUPS SHOULD THE TIE END IN A DRAW
EXTRA TIME, PERTINENT TO EACH AGE GROUP, WILL BE PLAYED. SHOULD THE TIE REMAIN
A DRAW AFTER EXTRA TIME HAS BEEN PLAYED THE MATCH WILL BE PLAYED THE
FOLLOWING WEEK. SHOULD THE REPLAY END IN A DRAW EXTRA TIME WILL PLAYED.
SHOULD THE TIE REMAIN A DRAW AFTER EXTRA TIME HAS BEEN PLAYED, THE RESULT

WILL BE DECIDED ON PENALTIES. EXTRA TIME WILL CONSIST OF 10 MINUTES EACH WAY IN
THE UNDER 15 AND 16 AGE GROUPS AND 15 MINUTES EACH WAY IN THE UNDER 17 AND 18
AGE GROUPS.

13) REPORTING RESULTS

The secretary of each club shall send to the appropriate registrar the result of the match on the
official result form, by the Thursday after the maigiplayed. The first named team shall report
the result by telephone on the day the match is played to the appropriate registrar.

14)PROVISIONS FOR SEMI-FINAL AND FINAL TIES

a)All clubs shall make their grounds available for sémal and final ties.

b) The Management Committee shall fix the grounds for the-fealiand final ties, and shall
have direct control of all the arrangements connected with these matches.

c)When a sermdiinal or final tie has ended in a draw, an extra ten minutes each way enust b
played. If the match is still a draw it must be replayed the following Sunday.

d) When a replayed seffinal or final tie has resulted in a draw an extra ten minutes each way
must be played.

e) If a further replay is necessary it must be played thewoip Sunday.

f) The result of any senfinal or final tie shall not be determined by penalties.

g) Semifinal and final ties shall be played on neutral grounds.



15) QUALIFICATION OF PLAYERS

a)The cup or trophy shall be played for each year in accordatitéhese rules, and matches

shall be played in accordance with the Laws of the Game. Unless a satisfactory reason is given,
each team shall represent the full available strength of the club.

b)A club may, at its discretion, use five substitute playeangttime in a cup tie, except to

replace a player who has been suspended from the game by the referee.

c)The players shall be duly qualified in accordance with the rules of the League.

d)A player shall not, in the same season, play for more than one @ogngleb, but the

members of each respective team may be changed during the series of matches.

e)In the event of postponed, drawn or replayed matches, only those players shall be allowed to
play who were eligible at the time fixed for playing the round.

f)In all rounds clubs must hand a list of names of players, including substitutes, taking part in the
game to the referee, prior to the notified kafk time.

g)In all rounds of the competition a player must have been a registered playing member of his
clubin accordance with League Rule 8(b)(7),

h)Only those players who were qualified to play in a previous round shall be eligible to play in
the semifinal and final ties.

16)OBJECTION TO PLAYERS QUALIFICATIONS

Every club playing in the competition shall,tdater than five days before the match, send by

first class post, or deliver by hand, to the League Administrator and the opposing club, a list of
players from which the team for such match will be selected. No objection to any player on the
said list wil be entertained unless notice of the objection is made, in writing, to the opposing

c) The Rules shall be sanctioned by the Sheffield & Hallamshire County FA and all participants
shall be subject to the Rules and Regulations of that Association.

2) PARTICIPATING CLUBS

a) Must be a member of the Doncaster and District Junior Sunday Football League, and affiliated
to a County Association.

b) Club colours to be gistered, and in the event of a clash the home team is to change, unless
clubs mutually agree otherwise.

3) RULES

a) A copy of the rules to be supplied to all participating clubs which will be binding on the clubs
taking part.

4) PLAYERS QUALIFICATION

a) All players shall be under 10 years, but a minimum of 6 years, as at midnight 31 August each
year, and shall be under the appropriate age groufB®-I0 years, as at midnight 31 August
each year.

d) No player shall reside more than five miles from their tlebdquarters, except at the
discretion of the managemerammittee.

5) ARRANGEMENT OF FIXTUR ES

a) The organisation of fixtures will be on a league basis, with each team playing all other teams
in its group, on a home and away basis.

b) All fixtures shall normally be played on a Sunday, but may be arranged for a Saturday by
mutual agreement, andipr notification to the league administrator. Applicable to all small
sided age groups.

c) The organisation will be on a friendly league basis for all age groups.

d) There will be no points awarded in srrsitied football.

e) There will be no league tablen smaksided football.

f) There will be no trophies or league medallions presented in the-sichadl leagues.

g) The emphasis is to be on enjoyment and development of skills and ability.

6) REPORTING OF RESULTS

a) Team sheets from all age groups tsblemitted to the League administrator by Thursday
each week.

7)PROTESTS AND COMPLAINTS

a) All questions of eligibility, qualification of players or

interpretation of rules shall be referred to the League Management Committee, but no objection
relative tothe dimensions of the playing area, or other appurtenances thereon, shall be
entertained by the Committee unless a protest is lodged with the referee before the
commencement of the game.



b) Any appeal against a decision of the Management Committee mustdaein duplicate, to
the sanctioning Association, within seven days of the posting of the decision of the Management
Committee, and accompanied by the Association appeal fee.

8) MISCONDUCT

a) Misconduct shall be dealt with in accordance with Associ®idas with the appropriate
report being submitted to the County Association.

9) PLAYING RULES

a) Except where other provisions in these rules are made, the Laws of Association Football
apply. Each Rule is numbered to correspond with the appropriate Ly Game.

2) THE BALL RULE 9 (2) THE BALL

THE BALL SIZE SHALL BE A SIZE3 FOR UNDER 7 AND 8 AGE GOUPS AND A SIZE 4 FOR UNDER
9 AND 10 AGE GROUPS.

3) NUMBER OF PLAYERS

a) The match shall begjed by two teams as follows:

Over 6 and under 84v4 and 5v5

Over 8 and under 106v6 and 7v7

Players cannot play until their sixth birthday and may only play in their own age range.

b) Any number of substitutes may be used at any time,peitmissiorof the referee, and may
only be made during stoppage in the game.

c) A player who has been replaced may return to the playing area as a substitute for another
player.

d) Any player may change with the goalkeeper, provided that the referee is inforroexhbat,
and provided the change is made during a stoppage in the game.

Each team must not have a squad greater than douldzéhef the team per age.

Additional players may be registered by special permission of the management committee, as
follows:

U/7 & U/81 Where the registered playing squad is reduced to 6 or less, to increase that playing
squad up to a maximum of 8.



U/9 & U/107 Where the registered playing squad is reduced to 8 or less, to increase that playing
squad up to a maximum of 10.

4) PLAYERS EQUIPMENT

a) Footwear shall be worn in accordance with the Laws of the Game, and subject to any local
regulations.

b) The wearing of shin guards, which must be covered entirely by the stockings, is compulsory.
5) REFEREES
a) The referee shall be apptad by the home team.

b) The referee shall have the powers and duties as laid down in the Laws of the Game.

6) TIMEKEEPER

A person may be nominated to assist the referee to:

a) Record goals scored.

b) Act as timekeeper, and signal to the referee whetirtie of each half has expired.

c) Suspend time on instruction of the referee for all stoppages, and add that time to the end of
each half.

d) Carry out any other duties as prescribed by the referee.

If an independent timekeeper/scorer is not nominatede duties are the responsibilities of the
referee.

7) DURATION OF THE GAME

a) The duration of the game shall be divided into two equal halves, as follows:

b) Allowance shall be made in either period for time lost through stoppages, as decided by the
referee.

c) The duration of either half shall be extended to enable a penalty kieka@dn. The half
time interval must not exceed five minutes.

8) START AND RESTART OF PLAY

a) At the beginning of the game choice of ends shall be decided by the toss of a coin.

b) Play shall be started by a kick off, taken at the centre of the plasygagand after a goal has
been scored. Opponents must be 5yds (4.5m) away from the ball, and in their own half of the
field. The ball must be played forward.

c) A dropped ball to restart the match, after play has been

temporarily stopped inside the pegadrea, takes place on the penalty area line parallel to the
goal line at that point which is nearest to where the ball was located when play was stopped.

d) After infringements the game will be restarted in accordance with the Laws of the Game.
9) BALL IN AND OUT OF PLAY

a) The ball shall be deemed to be in or out of play in accordance with the Laws of the Game.
10) SCORING

a) A goal is scored in accordance with the laws of the Games.

11) OFFSIDE

a) There is no offside.



12) FOULS AND MISCONDUCT
a) All free kicks are direct.
13) FREE KICK

a) When a free kick is being taken players of the opposing team must be at least 5yds (4.5m)
from the ball until it is in play.

14) PENALTY KICK
a) A penalty kick shall be taken from the penalty mark.

b) All players, excpt the kicker and defending goalkeeper, shall be outside the penalty area, and
at least 5yds (4.5m) from the penalty mark. The ball must be kicked forward.

15) THROW INS
a) As per the Laws of the Game.
16) GOAL KICK

a) Goal kicks are taken from any pointhin the penalty area. Opponents must remain outside
the area and at least 5yds (4.5m) from where the kick is taken, until the ball is in play.

17) CORNER KICK

a) The opposition must be at least 5yds (4.5m) away.
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
